It enhances students’ employability and bolsters their career opportunities by providing students 
the requisite English skills to succeed in an increasingly English-dominant world.
The required classes for the specialized diploma program are the terminal courses for each skill area. Students testing at levels below the listed courses will be required to 
complete all necessary lower-level classes successfully The program can be completed in the day or evening, on a full-time or part-time basis.
